Minutes of the last meetings 

a) The minutes of the 2017 Annual Meetings of the Parish and of the Parish Council were tabled as they had been ratified in June 2017. 

b) Richard Berkley proposed that the minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday April 17th 2018 be adopted.  This was seconded by Ian Pringle.

Matters arising from the minutes None
07/18    County Councillor's report Cllr Bartholomew reported that a) OCC had been asked for its views on the Oxbridge Expressway. It is concerned that the A34 is not to be part of the scheme, that the impact on the existing highway network is minimal and that it is developed separately alongside local developments such as Culham river crossing b) there are now two dragon patchers repairing potholes. In the last year over 21000 potholes have been fixed c) Residents have helped the Trading Standards to report drivers and vehicles breaching the weight limit on rural roads and bridges resulting in prosecutions and fines d) a recruitment drive to encourage more people in Oxfordshire to consider a career as a care worker has attracted more applicants in just five months as in the previous two years. An ageing population means that more caring, friendly care workers to support older, frail people at home, in nursing and residential homes or in community hospital settings are needed d) OCC have questioned Thames Water’s plans to build a huge reservoir south of Abingdon to support the forecast of the Thames Water area. Thames Water was asked to speed up their programme of leak reduction to delay the need for a reservoir as long as possible and the lack of clarity on whether potential sites have been assessed across the South East region was pointed out e) the quarrying at Tarmac is in progress and backfilling is likely to commence early next year. The new junction with the A4155 is to be constructed in the summer and there will be one-way traffic with traffic lights on that section f) Cllr Bartholomew now has the priority fund for any Highways projects. It will meet half the cost of any project up to £1k g) Options for raising the Playhatch road is still an issue but funding remains a barrier h) Botany Bay still awaits a repair to the barrier and this is being chased i) Cllr Bartholomew spoke at the Gladman inquiry about the potential erosion of the county boundary and cross-border administrative complexities.

P18/S0018/RM (Reserved Matters) Amendment no 1 – dated 12th April 2018 Reserved Matters application following outline planning permission P16/S3399/O for the approval of layout, appearance, scale and landscaping of four dwellings incorporating detached double garage (additional site plan received 2nd February 2018 and layout, scale, appearance, scale and landscaping revised as shown on amended plans and drainage statement received 12th April 2018) Land to the south of Foxhill Close Playhatch. A working party had recommended approval of the amended plans. Decision ratified.
P18/S1187/FUL Erection of a new dwelling. Land adjacent to Orchard Cottage Tagg Lane Dunsden Dunsden RG4 9PR A working party was happy to recommend this application subject to the colour of the cladding fitting in with the surroundings. Decision ratified.
