103/19 Apologies for absence Cllr Clive Leeke.
104/19 Declarations of interest None
105/19 Minutes of the last meeting The minutes from the meeting on Tuesday 19th June & June 25th 2019 were adopted. Adoption was proposed by David Woodward and seconded by Richard Berkley. 
106/19 Matters arising from the minutes 

047.03/19 Emergency Plan The Chairman asked that the draft Emergency Plan be approved in order that a Resilient Communities Fund grant be applied for from Scottish & Southern Electricity. All agreed.  Improved surface in the car park with external lighting and signs to indicate evacuation procedures might be one purpose.
   107/19 County Councillor's report Cllr Bartholomew reported that a) Repairs & improvements on Oxfordshire’s roads continue with more than 34,000 potholes repaired, a 45% increase on last year – and more major repairs over the summer. This year and last OCC invested millions of pounds above its usual budget for more repairs and resurfacing projects b) Oxfordshire, Buckinghamshire and Berkshire West are to be part of a new 'integrated care system' created by the NHS to improve health and social care services aiming to deliver a person-centred vision for health and care services, planning and delivering as locally as possible. More details can be found here: https://www.england.nhs.uk/2019/06/faster-and-more-convenient-health-and-care/c) Oxfordshire County Council’s Fire and Rescue Service is one of only four fire and rescue services to be given an ‘outstanding’ judgement in any category following inspection by Her Majesty’s Inspectorate of Constabulary and Fire and Rescue Services (HMICFRS) d) OCC will assist residents completing the ID verification process to the European Union Settlement Scheme (EUSS). Oxford Register Office and 16 libraries across the county will offer the document validation service e) Officer Mark Bostock has estimated that to repair 20 sq.m. of Furleigh Path and remove moss and other detritus along the entire length would cost £3,693. He will meet half this cost (£1,800) from the Councillor Priority Fund with the PC funding the other half. Cllr Bartholomew was thanked and the Clerk was asked to complete the application form f) the Reading Local Plan and Transport for South East have a new Thames crossing as one of their top priorities with no mitigation plans. 
108/19 District Councillor’s Report Cllr Rawlins reported that a) the Goring Neighbourhood Plan will go before the Full Council on 18th July b) the refurbishment of the dry side changing facilities at Henley Leisure Centre will go to Council for approval c) the Scrutiny committee has recommended that the Local Plan be withdrawn from inspection & changes made taking the Housing Land Supply & The Housing Infrastructure Fund Deal into consideration. A new complete 2034 Local Plan might take 1-2 yrs d) Berinsfield has been given Garden Village status e) North Wessex Downs have produced a new Management Plan which will be reviewed by SODC.

117.01/19 Dunsden Green Phone Kiosk: The delivery of the floor is imminent. There appears to be a issue with the electricity supply. The Clerk was asked to enquire of BT how it can be reinstated if it has been removed.
117.02/19 Parking on Dunsden Green This was discussed. Despite the fact that it has been used as a dumping area and cars have parked on the green, the Councillors are reluctant to erect posts. The sign on the green stating no cars or horses is in poor condition and difficult to read. A design will be drawn up and two new signs will be placed on the Green. The sign at the Furleigh will also be reviewed. (Chairman and Clerk to action)
117.03/19 Area around the bus stops and Playhatch It would seem that the PC is not responsible for clearing the area around bus stops but has undertaken that role. The Clerk was asked to check exactly what area is covered by Prickett’s contract and maybe the specification needs changing.
117.04/19 Community Orchard This was cut a month ago but it needs more time on it to include a strim around the trees. The Clerk was asked to enquire of another company to take this on more regularly. (Clerk to action)
117.05/19 Footpath from the allotments towards the Flowing Spring. The Chairman has asked Tarmac and Savills if anything can be done to clear this.
118/19 Neighbourhood Plan. The Chairman is to produce a newsletter emphasising the importance of producing a Neighbourhood Plan. Cllr Berkley suggested an open meeting on October 1st to find those people who would be interested in helping to take this forward.
